About our guest facilitator:  

A product of Norfolk Public Schools, Mr. Lavell White matriculated to James Madison University 
where he obtained his bachelor’s degree in psychology (’97). He later obtained his master’s degree 
in psychology and counseling from Regent University (’00). A published author, devoted husband, 
father and high school guidance counselor by profession, Mr. White enjoys motivational speaking, 
educational presentations and assisting others in maximizing their potential. Lavell White has also 
provided services to a number of schools, churches and professional organizations. Our guest 
facilitator is also a member of Kappa Alpha Psi Fraternity, Incorporated.  

Workshops:  Workshops will be led by Mr. Lavell White 

1. Hip Hop You Don’t Stop – For decades, hip hop has served as a powerful vehicle as it has been used to 

promote political and social issues. Over the years, the culture has begun to embrace and art form that 

many believe has had a profound impact on the lives of our young people. This workshop will explore 

the evolving nature of the hip-hop culture and the connection between the values and perceptions of 

young adults and society.  

2. Man Up! – The Movement into Manhood – Perhaps the more intriguing of issues is the concept of 

manhood development. Open discussion and interactive activities will serve as a guide for this powerful 

workshop. Man UP! Is designed to address issues that are critical to the overall development of young 

minority males, and also provide a framework by which they are able to impact future generations. 

3. Higher Learning – A student’s ability to successfully pursue post-secondary education often rest on two 

major factors: successful high school completion and having a commanding knowledge of the college 

admissions process. This interactive session will expose students to the various facets of the college 

admissions process and provide them with the tools necessary to make positive academic and social 

choices while in high school.  ** Parents will also participate in the parent version of this course 

separate from their children.  

4. Money Talks – this session will provide a critical look at the benefits of effective financial management. 

In addition to the benefits of saving money, the benefits of establishing positive credit and making 

sound investments will also be introduced. The scope of financial security will be explored and the 

concepts mentioned will serve as effective tools for those destined to make sound financial decisions.  

Activities:  

1. Ice Breaker – An activity to wake up our attendees and get them excited about the day 

2. Team Building – To introduce attendees to each other and the gentlemen of the Mu Mu Chapter 

3. Leadership Development – To teach leadership skills and to allow our students to emerge as leaders 

 



Networking Luncheon:  

 We will invite members of Kappa Alpha Psi, especially members of the Alexandria/Fairfax Alumni 

Chapter, to this luncheon to mingle with our Diamonds in the Rough and to share their success stories. This is 

also an opportunity for the students to meet people who are working in fields that they are interested in. Our 

guests will be undergraduate and alumni members of the fraternity. We will also allow the Mu Mu Chapter to 

step or perform in some way. Lunch will be provided by a local caterer. The networking luncheon  will be held in 

the bottom floor of the Johnson Center in the Bistro.  

Essay Contest:  

 Prior to the event, we will give our attendees the chance to compete in the Diamonds in the Rough 

Essay Contest. Participation in this contest is not required.  The reading of the essays should be 5 minutes or less 

and should answer the question: What legacy do you intend to leave for your community, and why? Each 

contestant will present their entire speech during the Networking Luncheon. The winner of the contest will be 

announced during the closing ceremony, and he will receive a grand prize of $150 to be used for collegiate 

planning and education related expenses. All essays must be submitted to mumunupes@gmail.com by 5pm on 

Friday February 5th, 2010.  

Parent Workshop:  

 Parents will participate in a collegiate planning workshop led by Lavell White to introduce them to the 

admissions process. They will receive literature that they should save until their child is applying for college. This 

will give them a chance to ask questions and receive guidance from a trained professional. This workshop will 

begin at 3:00 pm and is optional. If you will be attending, please be sure to check the box on the registration 

form!  

Closing Ceremony 

 The closing ceremony will honor each of our attendees for their completion of the Diamonds in the 

Rough Leadership and Manhood Development program. Each student will be recognized and will receive a 

certificate of completion and keepsake.  As previously mentioned, the winner of this year’s essay contest will be 

recognized along with his parents.

Directions & Parking  

George Mason University Fairfax Campus 
4400 University Drive, Fairfax,VA 22030 

DIRECTIONS TO FAIRFAX CAMPUS (4400 University Dr.) FROM THE CAPITAL BELTWAY (I-
495)  
Take exit 54A, Braddock Road West (Route 620).  Follow Braddock Road West for approximately six 
miles.*  Pass the first entrance to the university and turn right at the stop light at Roanoke River Road.  
Bear right at the fork in the road.  Be sure to park in Lot A on your right and follow the red balloons up 
the path into the Johnson Center. 

DIRECTIONS TO FAIRFAX CAMPUS (4400 University Dr.) VIA I-66W FROM WASHINGTON D.C. 
OR ARLINGTON 
Take exit 60 at Route 123 South, Chain Bridge Road. Follow Route 123 through the City of Fairfax, and 
turn left at Braddock Road. Take your first left onto Roanoke River Road. Bear right at the fork in the 
road. Be sure to park in Lot A on your right and follow the red balloons up the path into the Johnson 
Center. 

DIRECTIONS TO FAIRFAX CAMPUS (4400 University Dr.) FROM I-95 (NORTH OR SOUTH) From 
points north on I-95, take exit 27 (I-495 West), then follow the directions "from the Capital Beltway (I-
495)."  From points south on I-95, take exit 160B (Route 123 North) at Lake Ridge/Occoquan. Follow 
Route 123 north for approximately 15 miles to Braddock Road. Turn right on Braddock Road. At first 
signal, turn left on Roanoke River Road.*  Bear right at the fork in the road. Be sure to park in Lot A on 
your right and follow the red balloons up the path into the Johnson Center. 

PARKING 

Upon arrival, please park in LOT A. Follow the red balloons to find the parking station where a 
volunteer will provide you with your complimentary parking pass. Please be sure to place the parking 
pass on your rear view mirror. The parking pass should be can ONLY BE USED IN LOT A and is valid 
for the entire day. Follow the red balloons across the street and up the path to the Johnson Center.  

REGISTRATION DESK 

 The registration desk will be located on the third floor just outside of meeting room A. Please be 
ready to pay your $20.00 registration fee by cash or check. Make checks payable to the MU MU 
CHAPTER OF KAPPA ALPHA PSI. Each student will then receive a name tag and conference 
information packet. Any students wishing to participate may register on-site if we have not reached our 
maximum number of participants.
